FIREHOUSE CLEANING AND REPAIRS Councilwoman Montes asked if this could 
go on the agenda as she wanted to talk about it since she was at the firehouse for 
the Halloween Party. 

Councilwoman Montes said she was under the impression that the DPW men were 
suppose to keep the firehouse clean. I asked Debbe and she said there was never 
a vote taken on it. It is very dirty. Also the bathrooms really need to be taken 
care of. We have the Christmas Party coming up and we need to have that building 
cleaned for then. 

Mayor Holeman said that he thought the last time we talked about this that 
we said we were not going to have our DPW do this. Councilwoman Hedgepath asked 
if this is on overtime for them or what? No, they will do it during their regular 
hours Councilwoman Montes said. They don't have to do it everyday. We just need 
someone up there once a week or once every other week to sweep the floor, mop if 
necessary, dust the window sills. Just so it is presentable for our parties when 
we are in there.

Councilwoman Garcia Montes said she wanted to say one thing before we open the 
meeting to the public. She had received phone calls on election day about all the 
people that were up here sitting on that day . I called the Board of Elections and 
she told me the only person other than the candidates that should have been up here 
was Mr. Janone because he was challenging for Mrs. Cegelka. Valerie Williams, Tina 
Morris and someone else was up here that were not suppose to be here. I don't 
think that just anyone should be allowed to come in to town hall and just sit here 
up on the podium . People that are coming in to vote are intimidated when they see 
this and it isn't right. There are certain procedures that need to be followed 
and it wasn't. This behavior is unacceptable and it shouldn't be done any longer . 
I wanted to put this on the record and let the people know that they did wrong and 
we know they did wrong.

Jim Janone When you make firehouse repairs you have to be careful. Hallways 
aren't wide enough, doorways are narrow. Yes, we know that. You jsut have to be 
careful. We will look at all of that if we decide to do that. What is the town 
doing with the leaves that are in the roadway? Storm drains and gutters . The 
Mayor said they rake them . That is what he sees. Councilman Glass said they have 
been going down the street and blowing everything on peoples property . 

We had a leaf machine before and we sold it . Residents were raking out to 
he curb and putting sticks, rocks, garbage in with the leaves. we asked many times 
for them not to do that but they kept doing it so we made everyone bag. 

Jim gave us a picture that he took behind the liquor store. There is outside 
storage and businesses are not suppose to have outside storage. Can you look into 
this and get it taken care of? Yes, we will have zoning look into it . 

Joan Cegelka What do the men do with the leaves they pick up from the storm 
drains? I have seen them put them in the back of the truck and I have also seen 
them blow them back on the lawns the Clerk said. Joan said they are putting them 
back on her property because she was looking at them do that. Council needs to 
make a decision as to what they should do because we get people calling about this 
on and off . 

The motion that was made on the tree removal - 19 Taft is Councilwoman 
Hedgepaths property. I don ' t think she should have seconded that motion and I 
think she should have abstained from the vote . Our Engineer said that the trees 
are Borough trees. 

Have you tried CLR in the bathrooms at the firehouse? Yes Councilwoman 
Cheatham said we did it for a month while we were up there wrapping gifts last year 
and preparing for the Christmas party . Did you contact a plumber to see if he 
could give you some advice? No .
